MALAYSIAN LAW REGARDING “SMOKING”
Within the Smoking ban, the definition of ‘smoking’ is very clearly defined under Malaysian Law as: 

“smoking refers to smoking tobacco or anything which contains tobacco, or smoking any other substance and smoking includes being in possession of lit tobacco or of anything lit which contains tobacco, or being in possession of any other lit substance in a form in which it could be smoked.” –

 Excise Act 1976 (Act No. 176)

 PART I – PRELIMINARY
SECTION 2 – INTERPRETATION:

 “cigarette” means a cigarette prepared from tobacco either with or without any other added ingredient1 and includes any form of tip and the paper thereof ..- 

The user of an Smokerhaven Electronic Cigarette is not included within this Act in any way. The electronic Cigarette does not contain TOBACCO nor is it LIT nor does it produce any smoke. Only WATER VAPOUR IS PRODUCED.
In fact the Electronic Cigarette is a Smoking Cessation Device. It helps & encourages people to quit smoking.
